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This is a story about Beth Johnson, who is married to a farmer named Frank Johnson. They live on a 200-acre farm in Dorset, England. The story alternates between 1955, 1968, and 1975. When Beth was a teenager in 1955, she met Gabriel, the rich boy who lived on the estate called Meadowlands. They had a rather passionate romance and broke it off after a misunderstanding. On the rebound, Beth marries Frank, a boy whom she has known most of her life, and they had liked each other unbeknownst to each other until Gabriel came into the picture.
We find out early on in the story that Frank is on trial for murder, but you don’t know who the victim is until about three-fourths of the way into the book. The same goes for the death of their son Bobby. You don’t know what happens until later in the book.
Gabriel returns to Meadowlands with his son, Leo, after his divorce. He is a famous author and is working on another novel. The tone is set when Leo’s dog attacks the lambs at the Johnson farm, and Jimmy, Frank’s brother shots the dog. Tension fills the book as Beth takes an interest in Leo, as he reminds her of their son Bobby.  
When Gabriel asks Beth to help with Leo after school, she jumps at the chance, even though Frank thinks it is a bad idea, especially with the history between Beth and Gabriel. As the story progresses, the tension rises between all of the characters until it is almost unbearable, and then the explosion happens.
